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Parenting is hard enough, but when your child has
a traumatic brain injury the challenge is even
greater. At just six years old he is already confined
to a wheelchair and getting him around the home
is becoming increasingly difficult.

The family's newer single story home has a great
layout but still had some aspects that made
movement around the home even more difficult.
The carpeting, narrow doorways, step thresholds
and stepping-stone style concrete walkways would
all need to be addressed to improve access.

We always start with an assessment of the
structure and patient needs, but we also try to
understand the family lifestyle. By looking at the
whole picture we can design a construction and
access solution to better enhance their lives.

In this case we started by opening up the house,
not only to make maneuvering in the halls easier,
but also to accommodate a multi-room ceiling track
system. Interior doors were removed, framing
adjusted, and walls re-surfaced. The modification
worked well with the home design and made it
much easier for the patient to move around from
room to room.

The carpeting was replaced with beautiful
hardwood flooring that matched the decor as well
as providing a much better surface for the
wheelchair.

Finally, rather than re-build new walkways we
provided a custom color and texture match to the
existing concrete and blended-in wheelchair
access to the exiting landscape. We also sloped
the walks up to the doorway for smoother
threshold crossings.
