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Stairs are the biggest obstacle to any access and 
mobility construction project. In this case the 
patient, who was left semi-ambulatory when  the 
ladder he was working on broke beneath him, 
needed changes to his split level home in order to 
get around, even with assistance. 



Our representative spent time with the family in 
order to thoroughly understand both the mobility 
needs as well as any other care and access issues. 
The multi-level layout of the house and yard would 
pose some construction challenges, but with some 
discussion and creative planning we were able to 
make modifications that both blended-in with the 
existing home as well as provide for the patient's 
mobility and safety needs.



A wheelchair lift, landing, and walkway were 
designed and configured with minor changes to the 
yard landscaping to provide access to the house 
from the garage.



Next the ELD team set about making the interior of 
the home more accessible with wider doorways and 
various assistance devices.



Finally, the carpet was replaced with hardwood 
flooring, selected to match the decor as well as 
provide better wheelchair access. The sub-flooring 
was cut away and an indoor ramp allowed freedom 
of movement between the split level rooms. 



Upon completion, the changes appeared to be part 
of the original house. More importantly, the patient 
now had access to his entire home as well as the 
outside.
