SCOPE OF WORK
BEDROOM MODIFICATIONS – Existing door has a measurement of 29 ½” wide and can only be widened by removing existing wall located at the end of the hall which is also the bedroom closet wall. This will allow for better turning radiuos, by not only widening the door to 36” but also creating a longer hall way allowing a smother transition in and out of the room. Existing light switch will need to be relocated due to the widening of this door. The door directly across from this bedroom will also need to be widened due to the hallway wall being removed and re-framed 2’ into the closet. Remove existing door frames and headers and replace with same style pre-hung doors (Solid). Install new door casings to match existing, primer and paint. Hallway floor and floor at both bedrooms (door area only) will need to be repaired due to door widening. 

BATHROOM – the report created by the occupational therapist recommended for the existing bathroom to be converted into a roll-in-shower, but this cannot be accomplished due to the existing size of the bathroom. It has a measurement of 7’6” X 4’ 11” and does not have adequate size to provide adequate accessibility or turning radius. Adjacent to this bathroom is a bedroom which is occupied by one of the children as well as a secondary bathroom. In order to provide a Roll-In-Shower with adequate turning radius, a bathroom addition will need to be built behind the proposed master bedroom. This proposed Roll-in-shower will have a measurement of 12’ X 14’ which will have adequate turning radius as well as a closet to store Mr. Carrillo’s DME supplies. This will consist of architecture and engineering plans which will need to be submitted to the city for plan check and approval. Plans submitted to the city will have all ADA guidelines and codes in order for permits to be obtained. New addition will consist of new plumbing lines for water and sewer, footings for new foundation, framing for new walls and a new roof. Shower will consist of a 4’ X 6’ roll-in-shower pan, ADA raised toilet, new wheelchair accessible vanity with under mount sink, and lever handles. All new installed fixtures. New 30year roof shingles, stucco to match existing color and texture. Run new electrical conduit and install motion censor for lights and exhaust fan. New French doors will be installed in new addition to create an immediate emergency rear exit. Preliminary drawings will be submitted upon receipt of signed contract for review and viewing purposes.

REAR DINNIGN ROOM – Install a 6’ X 6’ concrete ramp for rear sliding glass door as recommended by occupational therapist. This will consist of jack hammering the existing concrete and framing for new proposed ramp. Pouring of new concrete and applying a broom finish.

GARAGE – Remove existing 30” solid core fire proof door and replace frame to accept new 36” 20min. fire rating solid core garage door with self closing hinges. Frame for new door and install a new header. Existing light switch will need to bed relocated due to widening of door. Replace existing garage door motor and replace with new. Run new electrical conduit to provide a dedicated switch for garage door motor as well as existing light. This is needed as the current set up is connected with an extension cord, and does not meet city codes. Provide a portable suitcase ramp for garage door leading into dinning room.
FRONT ENTRY – Create a concrete ramp for front door 3” threshold and replace existing threshold with a new low profile threshold. Create a new 6’ X 4’ concrete ramp for front porch step which will require saw cutting existing concrete and framing for new ramp. Widen existing walkway to 4’ wide as recommended by OT’s report. 
Obtain all necessary permits from city for new building, framing, electrical, plumbing and concrete. 
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
